	Umpire Director's Report
	*Umpire Clinics: 3-14 & 3-21 with Jeff Meute, RT Rec Dept/Baseball Liaison. The clinics will be mandatory for all 2009 eligible umpires.  Meute and Chrysler to assist. 
*AA league pros and cons reviewed: Financial burden to league discussed.  $10 per AA game for 12's with the managers.  5 managers only.  Rich to use as feeder program.
