Meeting Opens:  8 pm

Committee Reports:
Treasury: Ending Balance: $55,112.10 
Trophies:  Tracey Kaye reported that all of the trophies are ready for pickup at the field on picnic day.  

Graduation Dinner:  Lora Santiago reported that the total headcount for the dinner is at 153; that includes 56 kids of a graduating class of 62.  She is still waiting for a few guest replies, messages have been left on voicemails and emails done as well.  She detailed the budget items spent, the dinner is still below the budget allotted.  Programs are done, gifts have been ordered, she’s finalizing the table setups.  Set-up for the dinner will begin at 3 pm on Sunday, with the dinner beginning at 6 pm. 

Raffles:  Diane Frommelt reports that there are about 200 non-returned raffle tickets, the majority of the rest of the raffles are in.  About 75% of those handed out were sold, Lisa Trautz has the raffle barrel and will ensure it’s ready for the drawing at the graduation dinner.

Yearbook:  Maggie Ryan volunteered to be the lead for the yearbook for next year.  She reported that while some individual pages were submitted for proofreading the ads were not submitted for proofing.  Wendy & Josephine reported that Tracy Ysordia did drop off a proof of the yearbook to them in its final form.

Pictures:  The picture retakes had no issues, Diane F. will archive the discs for next year.

Spirit Wear:  All present decided to sell any remaining Spirit Wear stock at the picnic at discounted prices, with the exception of the RTBB magnets, whose price of $5.00 will remain the same.

Concession:  Lisa Bisher, Robin Ross & Sandy Bornemann reported that there was a large order placed for concession items in preparation for the picnic on June 13th, the only items not ordered were hamburgers, cheese and hamburger buns.  Sandy will be away on vacation beginning July 16th, Ingrid & Maggie will help her with the concession schedule and will oversee concession while she’s away.
Picnic:  Ingrid Morin reported that the deposit money given to American BBQ Company was recovered, she worked with the sales contact there to have the money returned in full.  It will be sent to Michelle Murray for re-deposit.  A large grill was ordered from Taylor Rental in Rockaway, it will be delivered to Peterson Field on Friday, June 12th after 3 pm.  It will be picked up from Peterson on Monday.  The propane tank will be included, with enough propane for the entire event.  Ingrid & Maggie will go to Costco for the burgers, burger buns, cheese and condiments (enough for the crowd estimate of 300), they will get a receipt for items purchased and turn it in for reimbursement from Michelle.  On Friday night June 12 they will also ice up the large white coolers that we will borrow from girls softball and load them with soda and water [Ingrid is Booster of the Day on Friday].  In previous years a cake was ordered from Baker’s Perfection, this year it was decided not to have cake in the hopes that the ice cream will sell well.  Sandy will schedule volunteers to work the concession – 4 at a time for full coverage.  Tables will also be staffed for the Trophy/Yearbook distribution (Tracey Kaye & Maggie Ryan); Spirit Wear Merchandise (Diane F.) and Strolling 50/50 will be Alison Weiner (another volunteer will be roped in on picnic day).  The grill will be manned by managers & coaches; the games will be run by Ed Bornemann.  Sandy is still accepting any donations for gifts for the prizes for the kids.  
Treasurer’s Report:  Michelle handed out a copy of the current budget, 
New Business:  The Dining to Donate dinner will be at the Alexis Diner on Tuesday, June 9th   from 5 to 10 pm, 10% of the money made during service will be donated to the program.
